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Millis High School Holds Student-Run TV Conference
On January 30th, Millis High School held a conference entitled “Lights! Camera! Action!”.

The students developed the conference
under the guidance of the TV Production
Teacher, Danielle Mannion. The idea for
the conference grew out of the desire for
the students to connect with their peers
and share ideas on topics relating to the
changes taking place in television.

Originally, the students intended on invit-
ing nine area schools to participate in
the conference. Through their efforts in
sending letters, emails and making fol-
low-up phone calls, the students found
overwhelming response to their event
and opened the conference to a far
greater audience. Over 85 students reg-
istered to attend the conference. Despite
Mother Nature delivering a winter storm
on the day of the event, Millis students
enjoyed 80% attendance.  

Modeled after the VENE Conference,
the days agenda began with a “meet and
greet” session. Following introductions,
each school ran a five minute self-pro-
duced video on a topic of choice, show-
ing the use of equipment in a studio setting. Millis produced a video set to the tune “Black
Betty”, which set the tone and pace for the rest of the conference. The next agenda item

was a networking session. The attending students all received a
color-coded material collection bag, folder containing an outline of
the day’s events and a t-shirt and a pen provided by area spon-

sors that were solicited by the Millis students. The color coding
allowed for smaller break-out groups where students gathered to
ask each other questions prepared by the Millis TV Production stu-
dents.
